
CONTRACT FOR SALE OF PUPPY

This guarantee is between Buyer, _______________ and Seller, Megan Weber, and is non-transferable in whole or part.  Seller guarantees that the puppy is a purebred Dachshund eligible for registration with the AKC, and that it is in good health at the time of sale and has received the immunizations listed in the puppy’s medical record provided.  Seller assumes no responsibility for vet bills of any type, or any refunds for vet bills, once Buyer has taken possession of the animal.
Seller and Buyer certify by signing this contract that this dog is not being sold for resale purposes and that the seller will be notified if it is necessary for this dog to change ownership.  If at any point in the dog’s life the Buyer is physically or financially unable to properly care for the dog, the Buyer agrees to notify Seller for first right of refusal.  This dog will be accepted back by the Seller, but no monetary refunds of any kind will be offered.  This puppy/dog is never to be surrendered to a shelter or sold to a pet shop or puppy mill.  The dog may be returned to the Seller at any time during its life, no questions asked, no refunds.
HEALTH GUARANTEE:

The health of this animal is guaranteed for 72 hours or 3 business days through examination by a licensed veterinarian at the option and expense of the Buyer.  If puppy is not vet checked with 72 hours of date of sale, the puppy is accepted “as is” at the time of sale, this health guarantee is void, and the sale is final.  If the dog is found to have a life-threatening defect or is in unsatisfactory health, and written documentation of the condition is presented to the Seller within 48 hours of diagnosis, the Seller shall refund the total purchase price to the Buyer, minus the non-refundable deposit and any shipping costs, provided the dog and registration papers are returned to the Seller.  If dog is to be shipped back to the Seller, shipping costs will be shared equally by the Buyer and the Seller.  After the initial 72 hours after date of sale, no cash refunds will be given in any amount.
If the puppy becomes sick and dies within 72 hours of possession, the Seller must be notified within 24 hours and the Buyer (at Buyer’s expense) must have a necropsy performed to determine cause of death.  A signed statement by the licensed vet that performed the necropsy and a copy of the findings must be sent to the Seller within 10 days.  If it is found that the puppy’s death was caused by an illness the puppy had prior to sale, the puppy will be replaced or a refund of the total purchase price (minus deposit and/or shipping fees) will be offered to the Buyer.
The Seller has taken proper precautions to prevent infectious diseases, but is not responsible for any illnesses that are not in control of the Seller or Buyer.  This guarantee also does not cover conditions that may be triggered by stress related from a move to a new home or by the shipping process.  It does not cover any internal or external parasites, coccidiosis, protozoans, including giardiasis, hypoglycemia, diarrhea, vomiting, and/or injury or death due to shipping.  Most of these are treatable conditions and puppy can easily be exposed to such conditions on the way home after leaving the Seller’s premises.

This guarantee is null and void upon any evidence of abuse or neglect.  Chronic obesity and/or poor hygiene constitute neglect.  For this guarantee to remain in effect, this dog must receive annual veterinary checkups and treatment as prescribed.

This animal is guaranteed to be free of life-threatening genetic/hereditary defects that would affect the dog’s ability to function as a pet through 12 months of age.  Determination of what constitutes a hereditary defect is to be made by the unanimous agreement of the Buyer’s vet and the Seller’s vet.  The Seller shall replace a dog deemed to have a life-threatening genetic defect by above said means with a dog of like quality as soon as one becomes available, provided the living dog and all registration papers are returned to the Seller along with current health records.  No cash refunds will be offered.  Shipping costs will be shared equally between Seller and Buyer.  If Buyer decides to keep the puppy knowing of the said health problems, the Seller is no longer responsible for the said puppy/dog and this health contract is void.
The Seller will replace this dog if it dies due to any hereditary defects in the first 12 months of life if the following conditions are met.  Buyer must consult with Seller within 24 hours of any illness and follow the advice of the Seller’s veterinarian.  Under no circumstances is Seller to be held responsible for medical services not authorized by the Seller in writing.  At Buyer’s cost, a necropsy must be performed by a licensed veterinarian of the Seller’s choice within 24 hours of death to confirm the death resulted from a hereditary defect.
AKC REGISTRATION:

All puppies are sold with either Limited AKC registration or Full AKC registration, unless otherwise stated.  If the puppy is sold with Full AKC, papers will be provided at the time of sale and/or delivery.  If the puppy is sold with Limited AKC, Buyer agrees to have the dog spayed or neutered by one year of age.  Once the Seller receives proof of spay/neuter by the Buyer’s veterinarian, the puppy’s AKC registration application will be sent to the Buyer.  A dog sold with Limited Registration is not to be bred, and breeding this dog would be in violation of this contract and may result in fees/damages ensued by the Seller.
BUYER’S RESPONSIBILITIES:
Buyer shall assume full responsibility for the health, temperament, and appearance of the below described dog upon possession.  Buyer further agrees to maintain the dog at all times in good health with periodic check-ups and recommended immunizations and preventative measures.  Buyer agrees to provide high-quality food in the appropriate amounts for the puppy.  Buyer agrees to provide adequate shelter, love, and attention to the puppy.  A puppy is a long-term commitment and should be treated as such.  The actions and upbringing of the puppy is the responsibility of the Buyer/Owner.  Under no circumstances is the Seller to be held responsible for the dog or the dog’s behavior.  
There is no guarantee, whether written or implied, on the dog’s size, weight, coat, color, coat length, eye color, nose/pad/nail color, temperament, or ability to be used for show, competition, or breeding purposes at the time of purchase or as an adult.  Breeder cannot guarantee against alopecia in dilute colors.  

No other warranties or guarantees, expressed or implied, are made under this contract.  This contract is for the benefit of both parties involved as well as the purchased puppy.  Buyer understands that by reading and signing this contract that Buyer and Seller agree to adhere to the terms and conditions stated herein.  The Buyer also acknowledges any and all stated defects, and therefore cannot seek further compensation for treatment or expenses for stated defects.  By signing this contract, Buyer acknowledges the Seller is not responsible for any costs or liabilities not expressed above.
